Empowering Champions for Christ
Seeking the Kingdom

I've been talking with our children lately on
what it means to be a Christian and how dif-
ferent that is than before Christ comes to live
in them. Jesus entering our heart through the
Holy Spirit is only the beginning of our life in
God. From that point on, a renewing process
takes place. Paul tells us in Corinthians that
a renewing of the mind takes place daily. The
way we used to think and act becomes an on
purpose decision to think and act differently.
Learning to think from God’s perspective is a
daily and lifetime process. How does the
renewing process begin?
First, seek the Kingdom of God. The word
“seek” is a very strong word. It means “to
pursue”, “to crave”, “to go after with all your
heart.” Remember the show, The Dukes of
Hazard with the big orange car called the
General Lee? Remember the sheriff, Roscoe
P. Coletrain and his famous words, ‘Oo, Oo
Flash, we’re in hot pursuit’, as he chased the
Duke boys down the road. Seeking the King-
dom of God is much like Roscoe chasing the
Dukes except we’re going after God with all
our heart. Roscoe rarely caught the Dukes,
but God always catches us. When we seek
something, we think about it often, we talk
about it, and we are willing to pay a price to
have it.
Second, seeking the Kingdom means to put
God first in all things. When we get up in the
morning, do we say good morning to God?
Do we read His word before we turn the TV
on to watch a cartoon or hear what is going
on in the rest of the world? Do we ask God to
show us the right things to do that day and to
help us in decision making? Matthew 6:33
reminds us to seek first the kingdom of God
and His righteousness (God’s right way of
doing things) and all these things will be
added to us. Seek God’s “presence” not His
“presents”. In other words, keep the main
thing the main thing. Consider what is impor-
tant to God and what pleases Him.
Pray for all who work with children at Pleas-
ant Grove as we teach them life changing
principles concerning God, His kingdom, and

His Word.
